GAMEPLAY SUGGESTIONS

When setting up the game for the project I'd recommend the following.

Turn off all of the game areas except for the US

Please select which game areas should be active..
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Create a (1) Player Game

Choose Vince Russo as your user character

Set Reputation to Greatest

Under “User Talents” choose preset type “Creative Leader” or “Ideas Man”

Under “Preferences,” uncheck Fog of War, uncheck Owner Goals, uncheck Perfect Show Theory,
uncheck penalties for repetitive booking (this will give you more freedom in booking)

Choose WCW and Select (Owner) - this will prevent the company from firing you, or having weird
changes of ownership during a game.
